The volume of traffic will place a much heavier risk to the safety of pedestrians and cyclists in the area.  If there is a development on Pincents Hill, not only will there be a dramatic increase in traffic  but it opens up a through road with traffic to/from outlying areas such as West Berks, South Oxon, Caversham etc using this route.

It will also produce a rat run from J12 of the M4, to the A4 then down Pincents Lane up to Little Heath and City Road/School Road as well as people taking a short cut from Sainsburys. There is a seriously increased risk to school children in this area.  Langley Hill and Royal Avenue will be gridlocked.  There is a traffic issue around J12/A4/M4 (which will heavily affect Calcot residents and users of existing retail outlets and the M4/A4) which will gridlock that area at evenings and weekends especially etc

	The traffic generated with the annual increase will far exceed the 8% predicted by IKEA.  The theory that four lanes can merge into one without causing chaos is flawed.
