Update 13th April 2010

Village Green Application
We are adding this latest information to correct the totally incorrect and mischievous rumours currently being circulated concerning the ownership of the land at Pincents Hill. The land will not be taken away from the current owners, Alasdair Barron and Blue Living.

If we are successful in making this land a Village Green this does not transfer the ownership of the land to the community or give it exclusive possession - the land remains in private ownership - but the effect is to severely limit the rights of the landowners so that, in effect, existing activities may continue as they exist, but little more than this.  It does mean however, that the owners are not able to build on the land or erect new fencing to exclude the local inhabitants from the site.  
In a sense, possession of the land is shared between the owners and the community, with the result that neither is able to exclude the other, the law creates a public right to land, but in a private form.

We are not "stealing" the land but just trying to protect the status quo.  Greens are an ancient form of commons, but they are recognised as having a modern contemporary significance, particularly because of their potential to act as a reservoir for natural resources and their enjoyment.  This has, by use, become a 'public' open space.  The area of land is situated, as many are, between urban developments, outside the settlement area, in what has been called a 'strategic gap' and we consider that it should be reserved as a permanent open space and this Landmark protected from development.

We have no wish and are not trying to steal the land but are trying to preserve and conserve it for future generations - not forgetting the current one of course!
